Cadence Brick Campaign
FAQ’s

Q. Can anyone order an engraved brick?

A. The campaign is open to all current and former Cadence employees. Select vendors, customers, and partners will also be invited to participate. 

Q. What may I say on my brick?

A. Suggestions for engraving are: your name, Cadence related (e.g. technology team you’re a part of; tenure/role, special memory); remembrance of a loved one, commemorate a special event, family names.  All submissions are reviewed prior to creation. Engraving submissions deemed inappropriate will be declined. Donors will be given the opportunity to resubmit text if declined.

Q. How many characters / words can I have engraved on my brick?

A. A character means any letter, number, space, or punctuation mark. 

Each 4"x8" brick will accommodate 3 lines of 18 characters each.  

Q. How much do bricks cost?

A. $100 for one 4"x8" brick. You may also purchase a duplicate "keepsake" brick for yourself for $50. 

Q. What is a keepsake brick?

A. An identical replica of the brick that will be installed into the building 10 patio.

Q. How many bricks may I order?

A. You may order as many bricks as you like.  

Q. What payment methods are accepted?

A. The secure online order system will accept Visa, MasterCard, American Express, and PayPal.

Q. How much of my donation actually goes to the Cadence Foundation?

A.  At least 70% of all collected funds will be donated to the Cadence Foundation. 

Q. Is my donation tax deductible?

A. Cadence Foundation is a 501(c)(3) Private Foundation, federal tax ID #30-0127470. A portion of your donation/purchase may be tax-deductible.
Q. Who decides how Cadence Foundation monies are spent?

A.  The Cadence Foundation Board of Directors is the decision makers for grants made by the Cadence Foundation. Those grants may be made in any location Cadence is doing business. Except for special fundraising drives such as the October 2009 fundraiser in honor of Breast Cancer Awareness Month, we are not currently funding grants from the Foundation but rather are building up the assets for long-term sustainability.


Q. Can I specify my donation to a favorite, local beneficiary?

A.  No. Please see the answer above.  However, your donations belong to a charitable entity, so when grants are eventually made, they will be only to 501(c) (3)/equivalent internationally or accredited educational institutions and will mirror Cadence’s philanthropic philosophy.

Q. Will Cadence match my donation?

A. No. Because you actually receive something for your donation – in this case, a brick and donation certificate – corporate matching does not apply.

Q. Can I specify the exact location of my brick?

A. No. The added cost and complexities associated with this effort makes it unrealistic.

Q. Can I take my brick if I leave Cadence?

A. No. Once installed, the bricks become a “permanent” piece of Cadence culture and facilities. You can, however, order a keepsake brick, which is identical to the brick being installed.

Q. When will the bricks be available for purchase?

A. The timeframe for purchasing bricks is dependent on each individual campaign.
Q. When will I see my brick installed?

A. Our goal is to install bricks within 60 days of the completion of the campaign.
